Dear friends in Christ, 

We are now entering into the final lap of the race and, like every race, it is often here that the race is won or lost.

For five weeks of Lent we have been preparing, by works of charity and self-sacrifice, for the celebration of our Lord's paschal mystery. Today we begin this solemn celebration in union with the whole Church throughout the world. 

Christ entered in triumph into his own city, to complete his work as our Messiah: to suffer, to die, and to rise again. Let us remember with devotion this entry into Jerusalem which began his saving work and follow him with a lively faith. 

Through our 40 dys of penance and prayer we have sought to be united with him in his fast of 40 days in the desert. Our Parish Fast Day was a most fulfilling spiritual event and all who took part in the Church centred events were most uplifted. I hope that each of you,  in your own homes were able to find the same spiritual comfort and support. As we have shared in his  suffering on the cross, may we share his resurrection and new life.
With the end now in sight, let us commit ourselves with renewed fervour to prayer, fasting and almsgiving.

In our de-Christianised culture it is not easy for us to enter into the spirit of Holy Week. I remember the first time I went to the pictures during the day. Coming out into a busy Glasgow street in daylight, was like coming out of one world, the world of the picture, and entering into another world.

Today, when we leave the Church, I think the feeling is much the same. In the Church we are able to absorb more readily the spirit of Holy Week and I would exhort and encourage you  to participate fully in the many Spiritual opportunities that are being offered.
One of the best ways to prepare for Easter is by making a good Confession. 
In the Sacrament of Reconciliation, the holiness and grace of our baptism will be restored, Cleansed from sin we will be able, more fittingly, to renew our baptismal vows or promises on Easter Day and to be truly raised up by Christ to new life in the power of the Spirit.

Our thanks to all who are working to prepare the Church and the sacred liturgy for our celebration.
