Parish Fast Day
In his letter for Lent, Our Holy Father, Benedict, asked us as families, as groups and as parishes to FAST as well as to pray. In response to his teaching, I would invite us all to make Friday, 3rd April, the Friday before Palm Sunday of the Passion of Our Lord, our Parish Fast Day. 
The Canonical regulation for fasting is two snacks and one main meal. We are, of course free to go beyond the minimum if we choose.

Throughout the Day, I would like us to have Adoration of the Most Blessed Sacrament. As we “watch and pray with Jeus” our prayers will be watered by our fasting.

In the evening, there will be a Rich Man Poor Man Meal in the hall. The cost of this meal will be £5. One third of those eating will have a nice meal, the other two thirds will have rice and beans. This represents the unust division of the world’s resources, where 2/3 starve and 1/3 have plenty. All pay the same price.

Adoration and Sleepover throughout the night.  After the meal, we will meet to discuss the issue of world poverty and how we can help to change it. This will be followed by a film, then Night Prayer. Those who wish to sleep in the hall overnight can do so and take it in turns to “watch and pray with Jeus”. We will continue our prayer till breakfast and then conclude with Mass at 9.30am.
