Open Meeting of the Parish Those of you who are old enough to remember the Mass being celebrated according to the Missal of the Council of Trent or who have experienced this form of the Mass since its reintroduction into the mainstream of Catholic life, will be aware of how little active participation there is by the people in the liturgy. 
The Missal of Pope Paul VI, which is the normal form for celebrating Mass today, and which we follow in the parish, calls for the active and conscious participation of the whole assembly. 
This participation is particularly manifested in the Ministry of Lay Reader, the presentation of the gifts by the Faithful, the saying of prayers and singing of parts of the Mass together and the Sign of Peace. 
This form of celebration of the Mass reflects the teaching of the Second Vatican Council which sought to present the Church as Communion. 
We are the People of God, the Family of God, the Priestly People of God, and the Holy People of God first and foremost. 
Whilst the priesthood of the laity and the priesthood of the Ordained differ, not only in degree but also in essence, we are nonetheless united as one. This vision of the Church ahs been reflected in the way we celebrate the sacraments and also in the structures of the Church and of Parish life. 
The two principal structures to help the parish to function as a united family, praying and working together to build up the Kingdom of God, are the Parish Pastoral Council and the Fabric & Finance Group. As a parish priest I have always found these structures have been enormous help to me personally and above all to the life of the parish. 
These are not decision making bodies and do not, therefore, form another power or governing structure in the life of the parish. They are there to help the parish priest in his leadership of the parish community by the wisdom, the skills and experience they bring. to help us to move forward as one.
I appeal to you to please give up your precious time on Thursday to pray and work for the life of the parish and of our mission to this community of Abronhill.
