Parish Fast Day In his letter for Lent, Our Holy Father, Benedict, asked us as families, as groups and as parishes to FAST as well as to pray. In response to his teaching, I would invite us all to make Friday, 3rd April, the Friday before Palm Sunday of the Passion of Our Lord, our Parish Fast Day. 
Fasting The Church regulation for fasting is two snacks and one main meal. We are, of course free to go beyond the minimum if we choose.

Throughout the Day, I would like us to have Adoration of the Most Blessed Sacrament. As we “watch and pray with Jeus” our prayers will be watered by our fasting. Sign up for Adoration.
